You Said: Concerns regarding anti-social
behaviour in Alexandra Park in Hoole and
surrounding areas, making local residents
fearful and depriving them of the park’s use.

Regular hotspot foot patrols in the park and surrounding areas
by the local beat manager and PCSO. Stop searches were
carried out when appropriate and positive action was taken to
combat drug use within our community.

You Said: Reports of dangerous speeding and unacceptable
parking in and around the Eaton Road area of Handbridge.

We Did:

Regular mobile patrols in the area to try and catch individuals
putting members of the community at risk of harm by speeding
and parking illegally. A local PCSO has attended at a busy
period and offered words of advice and fixed penalty notices
where it was appropriate. Officers have also been in contact
with local community groups to advise of safe parking.

You Said: Reports of anti-social behaviour on the new park
situated on Sycamore Drive.

We Did:

Regular foot patrols in this identified area on both day and late
shifts by both the beat manager and local PCSO. We have
held regular surgeries outside of the Lache community centre.
We will continue to robustly use policing powers of stop &
search and dispersal orders, etc. to keep our community safe.
